United Nations Human Settlements Programme, UN-HABITAT
And

Seogwipo City Government, Republic of Korea

In pursuance of the goal of the Seogwipo City Governmeni(SCG), Republic of Korea
to develop the City as a culturally rich, economically integrated and environmentally
sustainable place to live, as reflected in the Seogwipo Declaration adopted at the
International Forum on Vision and Strategy of an Ecocity co-hosted by the SCG, the
Hankyoreh Shinmun, and the Korean Federation For Environmental Movement on 30
October 2004. '

The desire of UN-HABITAT to promote in all cities broad-based, consensus
seeking consultative processes thaf enable all stakeholders to pursue a common course
of action through a shared vision, within the UN framework of implementing Agenda
21.

Both the SCG and UN-HABITAT are committed to collaborate in introducing
inmnovative cross—sectoral and broad-based participatory processes to strengthen urban
 environmental planning and management capacities in the Cty of Seogwipo.

In particular, the SCG wishes to introduce and apply inmovative principles, practices
and approaches developed in the joint UN-HABITAT/UNEP Sustainable Ciiies
Programme to sitrengthen urban governance in Seogwipo city, and to assist in the
dissemination and application of its successful expéﬁences in other cities in Korea and
in the Asia—Pacific region as a whole.

1. The SCG will explore opportunities to mohilise resources.

2. Assist in mobilising interests from other cities in Korea through a National Ecocity
Network with support from Seoul National University

3. Share its experiences through the SCP Network with other Global partners.

To assist the City of Seogwipo in this endeavour and within the resources
available to UN-HABITAT, mcluding any specific projects that may be developed in
the future to advance this objective, UN-HABITAT, through joint efforts of its office
in Fukuoka, Japan and the global SCP, will explore options fo provide further technical
cooperation and support to the extent as may be further agreed and facilitated through
resources mobilised, to : '



I. Strengthen good governance in Seogwipo City through leaming from other
UN-HABITAT global programmes such as (inter alia) Best Practices, Indicators, Urban
governance, and Disaster Management. It would be the itention of such support to assist
Seogwipo City to develop its institutional and management capacities to such a level that
it could act as a demonstration city for the Sustainable Cities Programme

2. Assist SCG 1o advocating, disseminating and replicating the SCP principles,
practices and approaches that it develops to other cities in Korea and the Asia région,
mcluding the provision of practical technical advice and direct support to assist those
cities to make the best use of such innovative governance approaches. Whilst the type
of technical advice and possible support to be provided will depend upon the particular
requirements of the cities concerned, this could include:

O Support to the development of planning and management practices based upon
the participation of all concerned parties, including the ‘preparation of urban
development strategies and action plans through consultation and consensus
building between all concerned parties,

(C Support to building the capacity of the city government to efficiently and
equitably manage the city environmental resources, to benefit all citizens
strategies into urban governance. ' )

it is the intention of UN-HABITAT and the City of Seogwipo, through further
discussions and in consultation with UNDP, to develop this Letter of Intent and realize it.
